Examination Rules

|Before the Start of the Examination|

Students are advised to arrive at the examination rooms at least 15 minutes before the start of the
examination.

Senior form students have to go to the venues for self-study after they report to school in the
morning and during recess time.

Students are strongly advised not to bring their mobile phone / electronic device to the
examination room. If they have a mobile phone / electronic device, it must be turned off (including
the alarm function) and then put into the bag. If their mobile phone / electronic device emits sound
during the examination, students will be subject to a mark penalty and discipline punishment.
