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Christian charity, Ms. Noyes established True Light with the aim of promoting Chinese culture and nurturing kindness
ond virtue. Since its founding 150 years ago, True Light has continued to uphald its predecessors’ philosophy and the
school's motto, *“Thou art the light of the world,” to inspire students to pursue knowledge and seek the truth.

In celebration of True Light's special anniversary, students, parents and alumni from all the nine True Light kindergartens,
primary and secondary schools were brought together in their participation and support of the Joint-True Light Writing
Competition. In order to implement True Light's philosophy of moral education at secondary, primary, and kindergarten levels,
the winning entries in the secondary school category were adapted into children's literature and published as a series of
four books on moral education for young children; audiobooks were also produced with students’ expressive and impassioned
narration to kindle children's interest in reading. During the summer holidays, Kowloon True Light School held storyteling
workshops in which secondary school students visited the kindergarten to tel stories to their juniors. Not only had this
activity improved children’s basic reading skills, but also led them into the imaginative world of storyteling with the integration
of life experiences and progressive questioning. Reing both entertaining and enlightening, the activity helped stimulate
children’s thinking, cultivate positive values, and promote whole-person development.

The success of the storyteling workshops mentioned above is a testament to the effectiveness of storyteling as a
springboard for language acquisition and moral education, which corresponds with the *“Values Education Curriculum fFramework ™
recently introduced by the Education RBureau. The children series will be the designated reading materials for True Light
kindergartens and primary schoodls, so as to educate students about compassion, virtue, perseverance, and the pursuit of
excellence through relatable stories about campus life. To further promote values education and build students’ moral
character from a tender age, Kowloon True Light Schoal is planning to hold *Light Up Little Mind™ Children's Storyteling
Competition on & fFebruary 2023.
